| would like to start by warmly welcoming you to the Midhurst Rother College community. We are
delighted that your child has been allocated a place in our school and we look forward to them
transitioning to us ready for September. | would like to thank you for placing your trust in us. We will
do our very best for you and your child at all times.

| know, as a parent myself, that the transition from primary to secondary school can be quite daunting.
For most children, changing schools is a seamless process; they are excited by it and to being taught in
specialist classrooms. Many of our primary schools are very small and there is also the chance to make
new friends.

| also accept that for some the move from primary to secondary can be daunting. We will do all we
can to make sure we support children and families who may have concerns — please let us know so
that we can help. We want to ‘hit the ground running’ in September and that means being ready. We
will visit all primary schools over the coming weeks to find out about every child to make sure the right
support is in place.

There are some things that we always expect of our students. The number 1 priority is very simple:
be kind — always. We talk about this in every assembly, every week. We know that children and
sometimes staff don’t get everything right, but we always do our best to promote kindness. We expect
our students to work hard. Lessons will be high pace, high challenge and it is likely there will be silent
work in every lesson. This is proven to be successful, as it helps children to concentrate. We also set
homework every week for students and your child should expect to receive this from when they start
in September.

Our enrichment programme will run three times per week for Year 7, allowing your child the
opportunity to follow their personal interests. We will ask your child to indicate the activities they
would like to do during this time before they start with us. This will allow us to arrange it in good time.
